General procedure for updating NAC firmware

1) Preparing your USB stick:

We recommend using a USB stick with a minimum 16 GB capacity.

The USB stick must be empty and formatted to FAT32. If you are unsure of how to proceed, here is
how to format your USB stick to FAT32:

- Create a “Licence” folder on your USB stick (please use this exact spelling) and copy your
* key format licence file into it.

5) Updating mapping in-car using a USB stick:
The update of your system takes several tens of minutes.

Conditions to be respected for a successful update:

- The engine must be running throughout the entire update.
- We recommend that you do not drive throughout the entire update. Park your car in the
open air rather than a confined space (i.e. a garage).

- Itis however possible to drive during the update.
-/ \ During the update, all the functions of the system are unavailable, including the GPS,

radio, telephone and Park Assist (sensors/camera).
-/ \ Do not remove the USB stick from the car before the update process is complete.

Key tips:

- Before initiating the update process, set the air conditioning to the desired level. It will
remain functional but you will not be able to adjust the settings during the update (only the
demisting function remains accessible via the console buttons). We also advise you not to
activate the heating seats.

- The Park Assist functions are also unavailable, so pay attention when manoeuvring.




Procedure:

- Plug the USB stick into the car’s USB socket.

- Aninitial message is displayed saying “No multimedia content on the USB stick”. Ignore this
message and do not remove the USB stick. The message will disappear after ten seconds and
be replaced by step 1 (below). Follow the instructions below on the touchscreen

/ \ Start the installation with your car parked and engine running (you can drive once step 3 is

under way).
